THE PROPOSALS WILL BE REVIEWED AND EVALUATED IN TWO STAGES BY A JURY SELECTION COMMITTEE CONSISTING OF NOTED DESIGN PROFESSIONALS (STAGE ONE) AND DESIGN PROFESSIONALS AND KEY STAKEHOLDERS (STAGE TWO) FOR EACH URBAN PARK.
